Managed Root Server (IMRS), known within the Domain Name System (DNS) as
L.ROOT-SERVERS.NET.

IMRS is a collection of servers and associated hardware with global presence man-
aged, controlled and supervised by ICANN that provide information about the Root
Zone, which is the apex of a hierarchical distributed database for the Domain Name
System (DNS).
